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The ecoregions of Western North America were adopted
from the U.S. Department of Agriculture Forest Service
Province scale units, derived from Bailey (1994), to define
areas for detailed, large-scale conservation assessments.
Ecoregions are large areas of land or water defined by their
distinct climate, geology and native species.
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
